Maximum efficiency, without a bet on the ratings, is $5,000,000 for 8 runs, all payments in year 0, and juniors.  Missing juniors cost $1M off the total; going to fewer runs costs $550,000 for each run; the total suffers by .10 in year 1, .15 in year 2, and .20 in year 3.

Profits on juniors: the reservation values were $10,000 and $20,000.  So, for example, if it were sold for $15,000, each side would profit by $5,000 times 100 episodes, or $500,000.
