Guide to Data for “Internet Job Search and Unemployment Durations”

Udur.dta is a Stata dataset containing our extract of all unemployed persons in the 1998 and 2000 Computer and Internet Use Supplements.  

Tables 2 through 4 are created by their respective Stata do-files from this data.  Table 1 presents simple descriptive statistics from a much larger sample that includes employed persons and those out of the labor force; it is easily constructed from the original data, available from the BLS website.  

If you are using Internet Explorer, you should be able to download all the above files to your computer by clicking on them.  If you are using Netscape, it may be necessary to right-click on udur.dta and choose “save link as” to avoid trying to open this file within Netscape.
